~ Seeking graduating seniors and current college students with a strong record of advocating 
for human rights, and standing against human trafficking.
 
~ 800-1000 Word Essay – How has your past experience helped you to understand human 
trafficking? How will you apply what you have learned as you moved forward in your collegiate 
career? How will your career goals contribute to the prevention and education surrounding 
human trafficking?
 
~ A letter of recommendation preferably from an educator or community leader familiar with the 
applicant’s experience in human rights and/or human trafficking advocacy and character.
 
~ Online application deadline is March 18, 2019 by 4:00 p.m. Late applications are not 
accepted. Applications will be reviewed and recipients selected by a committee consisting of 
Coalition members.
